Trecy Howze Sibley,  94,  Walker,  Louisiana passed away at  Maison de Fleur
Assisted Living Facility surrounded by loved ones on October 25, 2022.

She hand-pieced and quilted dozens of quilts
until her eyes began to fail her. Quilting brought mom much joy, and she passed
on her quilted creations to her beloved family.
